Theimportance of a proper conience:

Paul: O aso do my best to maintain always a blameless conscience both before God and
before men.OActs 24.16

CConscience is a knowledge of onesdf and one3 duty as compared to and dictated by an
outside source of authority. Conscienceis theuniqueability of the soul to reflect back on
itself. OED olezal Therefore, it is crucid to develop and maintain an accurate view of al
matters of life according to the Scriptures. The conscience in only as accurate as one3



undestanding of theWord. The Bible strengthens the constience because it empowersit
with right judgment. It enables judgment of self based on wha God has defined as truth
(theWord: John17.17).

Inaccurate or faulty consciences

UnbdieversOconsiiences can be so trained in error tha they do not bdieve they have
snnal (Luke 18.20-21), think that killing Christians honois God (John16.2), or can being
rightly described as having zedl but not knowledge (Romans 10.2).

The bdieversOcongience can be obstructed by sin, habits of wrong thinking or a lack of
biblical truth. When not in accord with the standard of God® Word, faulty consciences
can result in excugng sin, condemning what is not sin, legaism (adhering to non-biblical
rules as if they hdd the authority of God), guilt over sin that has been forgiven ((ut |
can® forgive myselfQ, or a focus on one&d own legitimate sin that is so intense that the
grace of God isforgotten. These errant bdiefs of right and wrong can be applied to self or
to others.

A goodcongience

The properly fundioning consience is based on the standards and teachings of the Bible.
It seeks obedience to God. Thegood constience looksintently at the soul of onesdlf to
discover sin, then deds with it biblicaly. Thegoa of thegoodconsienceis obedience to
God. Theresult of keeping agood conienceis peace with God that is true and based on
truth. Thehbiblical counslor can help counselees with inaccurate constiences by teaching
pertinent truths of the Scriptures and advocating repentance in regard to sin. The
certainty of the forgiveness of God for sins properly dedt with in regard to God and man
is part of theresult of agood conience.
